
Knights of Columbus
A fraternal organization for men 18 years old and up.  Focuses on spirituality, service and fel-
lowship.

Legion of Mary
Becomes instruments of the Holy Spirit through a balanced program of prayer and service.
Meets once a week for prayer, planning and discussion, then performs two hours of service
work each week in pairs and under the guidance of a spiritual director.

Liturgical Ministry 
Altar Servers.  Assist the presider during the liturgy.
Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion.  Assist the presider in the distribution of the Body and
Blood of Christ during the liturgy.
Lectors.  Proclaim the Word of God during the liturgy.

Los Amigos de las America
Serves the Hispanic community of the Cathedral by helping during the Spanish Mass, provid-
ing religious education and Baptismal classes in Spanish and serving breakfast once a month
to raise funds for the church and activities such as the celebration of Our Lady of Guadalupe.

Mary’s Hands Ministry
Offers support to persons returning home from the hospital, are currently ill, homebound or
need assistance with physical mobility, daily living tasks, transportation or spiritual comfort.

Music Ministry
Serves the Lord, His church and His people by leading the Cathedral congregation in worship
and song and by creating a meditative atmosphere. The Schola Cantorum (choir) is present
at all noon Masses and major feasts.

Nursery
Responsible for the safety and quality care of children (typically 5 years old and under) during
the Sunday 9:45 a.m. and noon Masses as well as during CFF classes. 

Parish Council
Assists the pastor in considering and addressing parish pastoral issues, including the direc-
tion of the parish.

Parish Office Volunteers
Assist the Cathedral office staff with administrative tasks/general office duties.  Fold, staple,
stuff, type or file! 

Pro-Life Activities Committee
Works to instill respect for human life at all stages of existence and bring about a conversion
of hearts and minds for all to be open to God’s special gift.  Focuses on pastoral and spiritual
matters, education and advocacy.

Parent Teacher Club
Supports the Cathedral School of St. Mary in its educational mission, contributes assistance
with fund raising activities and arranges social activities for families.  Develops and supports
education, religious and cultural programs that enhance the students’ educational experiences.

Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA)
The process by which people become members of the Roman Catholic Church.
Sponsors.  Provide support by serving as a mentor and friend for an individual in the RCIA
process.

Rosary Leaders
Lead the Rosary in honor of Our Blessed Mother before every daily Mass.

Senior Adult Ministry
Provides both social and service projects for parishioners ages 50 and up.

Sewing Ministry
Cuts, embroiders and sews baptism garments.  Needlepoints kneeling cushions.

Spanish Choir
Spanish-speaking parishioners, both youth and adult, who sing Spanish liturgical music.

St. Mary Egg People
Provides hardboiled eggs and other foods to Austin’s homeless and day laborers.

St. Vincent de Paul Society
Serves the poor of Austin by listening and assisting in their spiritual needs as well as
offering financial and food assistance.

Taizé Ministry
Hosts a city-wide prayer for Christian unity, with music from Taizé, four times per year
at the Cathedral, always on a third Friday of the month from 8 to 9 p.m.

Ushers
Assist parishioners, greet and collect offerings for the weekend Masses.

Web Site Ministry
Provides ongoing improvements and updates to the parish Web site.  

Worship Environment Ministry
Adorns the worship space to enhance the Church seasons.

Young Professionals Singles Group
Reaches out to single adults (ages 25+) within the parish and provides fellowship as well
as the opportunity to grow spiritually and personally as a single adult.

Youth Group
Presents topics that matter to high school teens and offers experiences that involve
responsible participation in the life and mission of the Catholic faith community.

AIDS Ministry
Provides education programs, financial assistance and caregiving to families living
with AIDS or other life-threatening diseases.

Altar Society
Cleans the sanctuary and sacristy out of love for the Cathedral and a desire to keep
it inviting for all who visit.

Beautification Ministry
Maintains the flowerbeds and church grounds (light to moderate activity such as
watering, pruning, light weeding, periodic planting of annuals, cleaning, etc.).

Cathedral School of St. Mary
Volunteers help with fund raisers, student activities and classroom assistance.
This year, the school is seeing a tremendous need for volunteers for various proj-
ects within the school, including the H.O.P.E. Program, library assistance and
school facilities.

Cathedral Upkeep Ministry
Assists with the upkeep of the Cathedral facilities. Painting, cleaning, installing,
plumbing, electrical, just about anything required to help keep all of the buildings
on our parish campus looking and working well. 

Catholic Scripture Study
Provides an opportunity for spiritual formation by nurturing an intimate relation -
ship with Christ through prayer, fellowship and the study of His Word.  

Christian Faith Formation (Religious Education)
Offers solid Catholic teachings designed to form active, loving Catholic Christians.
Catechists.  Teaches the Good News to school-aged children.

Couples Ministry
Provides fellowship opportunities for married couples, young and old.  Regularly
meets for dinner and entertainment

Cub Scout Pack No. 7
Charted for boys in the first through fifth grade.  Meets regularly to share achieve-
ments, receive awards, sing, participate in stories and generally have a good time.

Evangelization Committee
Promotes the hearing and living of the Good News of Jesus Christ among all of our
parishioners, loved ones and acquaintances who have left the Church.

Familia
A fun and exciting study group for mothers of young children, designed to be both
a spiritual and emotional outlet for busy mothers of today.  Through small group
discussions and outside reading, Familia draws upon the Gospels, the Catechism of
the Catholic Church and Church documents that apply to marriage and family life.  

Finance Council
Advises the pastor in matters pertaining to the financial affairs of the parish.

Flower Guild
Responsible for obtaining and arranging flowers for the altar for services and other
events.

Gabriel Project
Pairs up local pregnant women in need, regardless of their faith, with trained vol -
unteers from the parish who provide support to the women and their families
throughout the pregnancy and beyond, as needed.  

Girl Scouts
Offers fun, informal education for girls ages 5-17 years old. Girls learn to build
friendships, develop or strengthen their own set of values, to learn skills, become
more self-confident and help their communities.

Interfaith Care Alliance
CARE teams “adopt” AIDS and cancer patients and help them with their day-to-
day activities during difficult times.

Interfaith Hospitality Network
An ecumenical effort to help families in crisis and keep them from falling into
homelessness.  A group of Austin churches participate by housing, supporting and
working with families, helping them become stabilized again in the community.  

Jail and Prison Ministry
Visits the Travis County State Jail near Hwy. 183 and MLK Drive to help set up
and usher Communion services as an extraordinary minister of Holy Communion.  
Volunteers also serve as Rosary and Bible study leaders, pen pals, weekly fellow-
ship visitors or RCIA sponsors. 

Just Faith Ministry
A 30-week extended social justice formation and education process that expands
people’s understanding of social justice ministry, through study of the Church's
commitment to the poor and vulnerable.
